CHUCK’S WEATHER STATION 
The latest and most advanced solar powered, wireless weather station
Our resident groundhog, Chuck, who lives in this beautiful log home made by Lifestyles of the Disabled, has been named the official meteorologist of New York City. Chuck and his ancestors have been predicting an early spring or long winter since 1981.  

What Does A Meteorologist do?

With the help of instruments, similar to the ones in this weather station, a meteorologist gathers and calculates weather data, (temperature, humidity, etc.), studies past weather trends, and gives an educated prediction about future weather patterns.
The instruments in this weather station displays indoor and outdoor temperature; measures wind direction and speed; records relative humidity; measures barometric pressure and rainfall amounts; computes dew point, wind chill and the temperature/heat index, and is all done with solar power.
Who Cares About the Weather?
Everyone enjoys nice weather, however, is concerned when weather can turn harmful. Some examples:
*Mariners rely on an accurate forecast to safely navigate the seas.
*Pilots are grounded unless the forecast is favorable.

*Farmers need to know to take precautions with their crops if the weather is harsh.
*Scientists monitor global warming because all living things are affected.
*Homeowners prepare their houses or plan to evacuate to safety when tornados or    hurricanes are predicted.
