Guidelines for Interns at the Staten Island Zoo

· At no time shall an intern enter any restricted area of the Zoo.  This includes keepers’ alleys and runs, hospital and quarantine stations, animal holding areas (unless specifically permitted by the director or general curator), or any other area specifically designated by the director or general curator.

· The intern shall conduct him/herself in an orderly and professional manner at all times, and shall not disturb Zoo staff or interfere with their work.  Horseplay of any kind is not permitted.

· The intern shall be allowed admission to the Zoo grounds for him/herself only, for the duration of service at the Zoo, and shall not abuse the privilege.  

· At no time shall an intern remove from the premises any equipment, material, or specimens.

· Interns must always follow the directions of the supervising staff.

· Requests from interns for equipment use or, materials shall be channeled through the Zoo supervisor; all requests will be forwarded to the appropriate persons.

· No intern shall represent him/herself as a salaried Zoo employee.

· Interns shall not consort with friends or visitors or invite friends to intern without going through the proper channels.

· The visiting public shall be treated with the utmost courtesy at all times.  Interns may respond to visitors’ questions, but shall not provide incorrect information.

· Interns shall dress in a fashion appropriate to their work but at all times neatly and in good taste.

· Interns shall wear a nametag provided by the Zoo during the time they are working.  However, once an assignment is completed, the intern must sign out and if remaining on Zoo grounds, Zoo shirt and nametag must be removed.

· Interns must sign in and out for a record of the time they have worked.
· Interns must work a minimum of 2 days a week, not exceeding 3 days a week.  (Some days not permitted in certain departments)

· Scheduled work day is from 8:00 – 5:00, 2 late days equals an absence.  

· Interns can not miss more than 3 days, during the scheduled 3 months. Unless prearranged with the Volunteer Coordinator.
